SUNSCREEN BASICS

Look at the details and educate yourself.
Here are some tips about sunscreen.

1. Sunscreens are just that. They do
not block the sun, but simply screen
it.

2. Be certain the sunscreen offers UVA
and UVB protection.

3. For best results, apply sunscreen as
part of your morning routine.

4. For outdoor activity, apply sunscreen
30 minutes before leaving the house
and reapply immediately before going
out.

5.Do not use sunscreens with fruit or
flower scents because this attracts
insects and may react with the sun,
producing a rash.

6. Mexoryl is one of the best chemicals
to block UVA and UVB.

7.Sunscreens are not waterproof. All
will come off in the water or with
perspiration.

8. When swimming or perspiring,
reapply sunscreen every hour.

9. SPF ratings based on the sunscreen's
ability to block UVB rays.

10. To prevent telltale aging, use
sunscreen on the neck and hands.
Men who are balding should use
sunscreen on their head.

11. Daily moisturizers and makeup with
sunscreen are not sufficient to
protect the skin.

12. SPF testing is performed in the
laboratory under ideal conditions.

Many things, such as amount
applied, humidity and perspiration,
affect the true SPF. Consider SPF
only as a guide.

Use one ounce of sunscreen for the
body. If you have a four ounce bottle,
use one quarter of it for one
application.

Look for benzones, PARSOL 1789,
zinc oxide and titanium dioxide
ingredients.

Avoid PABA, perfumes, and dyes.16
PA ranking refers to the degree of
protection from UVA. The plus
symbol (+) indicates the degree of
protection. The more pluses, the
greater the protection.

Regardless of the amount of
sunscreen applied, try to avoid the
sun exposure from 10 am to 2 pm.
Medications that may react with the
sun will still react when sunscreen is
used. Check with your doctor or
Pharmacist.

Use lip balm with sunscreen to
protect lips.

What is the garment worn by the
Pastor at Holy Communion? It is
known as a Chasuble (the original Latin
word is casula , meaning “little house”).
The chasuble has been worn in some
Lutheran communities for many years,
while in other communities it is
unknown, reflecting the Lutheran
understanding that all vestments are
optional. The chasuble is worn over the
alb (white robe) and stole and is used
only during the service of Holy
Communion. The chasuble originated
in the ancient Mediterranean world as
a traveling garment, similar to a
poncho or coat, carried along on a
journey (hence the meaning “little
house”). It was simply rolled up on
one’s shoulders until it was needed.
Jesus probably used a chasuble in his
journeys and is often pictured by
artists as having a chasuble draped
across his shoulders. Christians seem
to have admired and used the chasuble
because of its great fullness and
beauty, so it was adopted as a worship
garment. The chasuble has been said
to represent the love of God which
covers all (see 1 Peter 4:8) or for the
robe with which the waiting father
clothed the prodigal son. Worn by the
pastor with this sense, the chasuble
could be seen as embracing and
covering everyone, put on the whole
assembly. The chasuble still represents
that as God’s people we are traveling.
The pastor is among us preaching and
leading and calling us together to be
journeying people, to get on our coats,
traveling in mission to the world with
the good news of Jesus Christ.
