Between 1975 and 1979 the

Khmer Rouge regime killed an

estimated 3 million peopld

about 25% of the population.

Strife continued after they were

ousted leaving behind land

mines throughout most of the
countryds rural areas.

Life was far from easy for Touteint without land or
steady income. She had to go to streams to catch
crabs and other small animals and trys&dl at the
market. After most of the landmines werleared,

the Cambodian govemment began to distribute land

to those without any. To help prepare the soil for
agriculture, the organizatiohife with Dignity, with

help fromELCA World Hunger, provides training
and resources to new landowners.

Touteint chose to grow tapioca which is simple to
plant and grow and resistant to drought. She also
chose not to use fertilizer hoping this would be
appealing to the market. Now, in additian the
tapioca, Touteint has mango, onions, jackfruit and
chickens around her home.
